Mayor Chell said he has received many good e-mails about the End of School Camp Out 
and thanked the Recreation Commission and the Mantua Township Police Explorers for 
their participation and volunteerism in the event.  
 
Under Remarks from the Township Administrator, Mr. Datz asked for approval for a 
Family Medical Leave Act leave of absence for an employee. Deputy Mayor Scirrotto 
made a motion to approve the request, seconded by Committeewoman Beckett.
