Workshop Meting

7:00 P.M

On the above date the Township Committee of the Township of Mantua held its Regular Meeting in the Mantua Township Municipal Building, 401 Main Street, Mantua, New Jersey 08051. 

Mayor Scirrotto called the meeting to order. The time was 7:00 p.m. Mayor Scirrotto asked everyone to rise for the Flag Salute and remain standing to observe a moment of silence.

Mayor Scirrotto delivered the Sunshine Notice as required by the New Jersey Open Public Meetings Act.  
Mayor Scirrotto called on Township Deputy Clerk Pamela LeVine to call roll. Present were Mr. Robert Zimmerman, Mr. Michael Silvanio, Mr. Legge, Mayor Pete Scirrotto, Deputy Mayor Sharon Lawrence, Mrs. Jennica Bileci, Township Administrator, Michael Angelini, Esq., Mike Datz, Superintendent of Public Works, Jon Bryson, Engineer, Absent, Chief Rodney Sawyer
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 

Motion to approve June 17, 2015- Committeeman Silvanio, 2nd Committeeman Zimmerman.  5 in favor.
Engineering Report:

Mr. Bryson was not in attendance. Mr. Datz advised that the Woodbury/Glassboro Road project will be having a preconstruction meeting next week and they are hoping to have the work completed in a two week period of time.  He advised that Tyler’s Mill Road was paved today and the striping should be done in a day or so. 

Public Works Report:  
Mr., Datz advised that the Bike Path on Main Street has not been restored by the contractor to date.  In terms of brush and debris removal, the Township has pick up 12, 000 cubic yards which equates to a football field being 8 feet tall.  The County along with their outside contractors have helped tremendously with the brush pick in helping the town get back to somewhat normal activities.  He asked that we get the word out for residents who are removing stumps to call for a mark out to avoid pulling up gas and water lines. Mayor Scirrotto along with Committeeman Legge advised that the residents have had all had positive things to say about the cleanup and how quickly the Township got out there to open streets and get thing running again.  
Mayor Scirrotto commented on the effectiveness of the  public works department working overtime on Saturdays to clean up the smaller areas of brush was a great idea and the towns is beginning to look better. Committeeman Legge inquired as to w here all this brush was being taken to.  Mr. Datz advised that it was going to a variety of places such as Winzinger has a satellite area in East Greenwich, Deptford Public Works area as well as the 5 points conservation.
Police Department Report:  
Chief Sawyer commented that the County has been a big help with debris removal and that they are accommodating requests for directing traffic to assist the County.  
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:
Motion to Open: Deputy Mayor Lawrence, 2nd Committeeman Zimmerman.  
All were in favor. 

Donald & Sandra Fanelle – 702 Green Lane – They are inquiring as to the status of what is happening to the 5 homes that lie within Mantua Township and the Paparone community.  They are aware that there was a settlement with another Paparone community within the Township.  Mrs. Fanelle advised that there are several pot holes that are in need of repair as well as a few other items.  Mrs. Fanelle advised that Harrison Township has already started suit against Paparone and wanted to know what recourse if any these 5 homes have.  Administrator Bileci advised that they have spoken with Harrison Township and have asked them to include the 5 homes from Mantua into their litigation.  At this time it was the understanding of Mantua that Harrison hasn’t filed suit yet and that we would be advised as to the proceeding once they began.  Mrs. Fanelle inquired as to who would be responsible for plowing of the road since these roads have not been turned over to the Township at this time.  Mayor Scirrotto advised that we would take care of the roads for these homes. In addition she advised that there is a situation out on Heilig Road which is right at their entrance.  Mr. Datz advised that he would get in touch with the MUA and have someone go out there and see what is going on.   Mrs. Fanelle advised that the buildable lots have been put up for Sheriff’s sale.  Administrator Bileci was not aware of that at this time.

Carl Heimerl – 26 Florida Avenue – Mr. Heimerl advised the Committee that he feels that the Public Works Department is lacking in the service that they provide to the residents.  He advised that the Vegetative Waste Carts on never picked up in a timely manner an there is always a truck down and they are not able to do their work.  In addition he advised that there is a private property behind his home that has been cut by the Township on three occasions and feels that this should not be the responsibility of the Township when there is a current owner who should be.  He was concerned with the lack of brush crane services being available. Mayor Scirrotto advised that the Brush trucks along with the County trucks are out every day/week and they are doing a great job with the equipment that they have. Mr. Datz advised that he would look into who and why the private property on the corner of Barlow and New Jersey Avenues is being cut.   
Jim Slemp – 536 Mount Royal Road – Mr. Slemp asked how much money did the Township received for CDBG grants?  Administrator Bileci advised that we did not receive any monies this year from the CDBG grants.  The funding in the budget from last year was for the Struthers Dunn clean up and since the funds were not needed this year, we did not request any.  Mr. Slemp commented on what a great job the County and the Township did with cleaning up Mount Royal Road.   Mr. Slemp asked if there was settlement date for the Inversand ?   Administrator Bileci advised not at this time.  Mr. Slemp inquired as to the monies that were posted on the bill list as transferred and Administrator Bileci advised that this is for the Maple Ridge settlement.  She advised that these monies are from the Frank Stewart Trust Grant and this will be the Mantua portion.  These funds were transferred to the South Jersey Land Trust in the amount of $250,000.00.  In addition, Mr. Slemp asked if the Township would bring back the vending machines at the park so that people could have access to purchase water. The vending company removed the machines due to lack of use.  

Ken Defay – 456 Pitman Road – Mr. Defay inquired about a variety of bills that were listed on the bill list; such as the Thermal Totes that were paid for by the Municipal Alliance as well as tool allowances for the public works employees. Administrator Bileci advised that the tool allowance is pursuant to their contract.  In addition, Mr. Defay asked  if a settlement has been made on the trash truck that was in an accident. Administrator Bileci advised that the JIF has not advised the Township of any findings.
